People were able to vote with
candy by putting the candy or the candy wrapper (if they wanted to eat the candy) in the
corresponding jar. We did this to promote dialogue on the issue using the tools learned from
the Equipped for Life seminar. Many people who passed by liked the idea, and we were able
to have great conversations.

Below is the feedback we have received from Kris Pregler, one of the participants in the
Equipped for Life Seminar who then went out to chat with people at the Poll Table.

"First and foremost, I would like to thank you for the opportunity to become more involved
with an issue that I am passionate about.

I was also given the glorious opportunity to change some minds about Pro-Life and what it
really means to the life of an innocent child. There were several young ladies and young men
who voted YES because they feel that abortion should remain legal. However, after
discussions with them on what that meant, a lot of them changed their stance to either NO or
IT DEPENDS based on showing them the stages of pregnancy pamphlets.

One young lady specifically stands out in my time working the booth. She said that at first,
she had the right to do whatever she wanted with her body. She was about 16 or 17 years old.
After walking her through the different stages of pregnancy and even trotting out the toddler,
she completely changed her mind and felt that no one has the right to kill an unborn child
from conception to full term. She left with a smile on her face and information on how to
contact DCRTL to become more involved. It is my prayer that she will."

Kris is obviously making an impact by having great dialogues, which will, in time, change
culture. She was not the only one who had a transformative experience. Everyone who
worked a shift at the table had an impact on people’s thoughts on abortion.

We want to continue the momentum that has been started. Grace has been a great help in
building a culture of Life during her summer internship, and we are excited she will continue
to be part of the team part-time as Outreach Associate as she continues her education at Loras
College.

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PRO-LIFE COURT

& LEGISLATION UPDATE W

Dear Pro Life Friends:

Most state legislatures are in summer recess. There have been some newsworthy
court/legislative events. However, some were good and some were bad.

So some good news first. As reported in the August newsletter, the Indiana State legislature
passed a pro-life bill in a special session in September 2022, following the United States
Supreme Court ruling in the Dobbs case. The law protected pre-born people from being
killed by abortion except in the case of fetal health issues, and in cases of rape or incest. In
those cases abortions could not be performed after 20 weeks and 10 weeks, respectively. All
other abortions were prohibited. As always, Planned Parenthood and the ACLU challenged
the law in court, seeking to block the law while it worked its way through the court system.
Then the Indiana Supreme Court ruled on June 30, 2023 that the law could go into effect.
That decision directly led to the closure of most of the abortion clinics in Indiana. But as
they usually do, the ACLU and Planned Parenthood asked for a rehearing in front of the
same Indiana Supreme Court, so the law continued to be blocked. The good news is that on
August 21, 2023, in a 4-1 ruling, the Indiana Supreme Court denied the rehearing request
from the pro-abortion lawyers. Result? The protective pro-life legislation passed by the
people of Indiana through their legislature will finally go into effect while the underlying
lawsuit proceeds through the courts.

Now a little bad news. An Ohio vote to raise the required majority to amend its state
constitution recently failed. This does not bode well for a vote this Fall that will determine
whether the Ohio constitution is amended to allow abortion on demand up to birth. There is
much work to do in Ohio in advance of that vote. Meanwhile, Nebraska's pro-abortion
zealots are planning on filing preliminary paperwork to amend Nebraska’s state constitution
to allow for abortion on demand up to the moment of birth. This follows upon the heels of
Nebraska passing legislation last May to protect pre-born people from abortion after 12
weeks gestation. Our neighbors to the west will need to rally in opposition to this baby-
killing and women-harming effort by the death peddlers.

Now, some news that is a mix of good and bad. The Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in Texas
recently ruled unanimously that while a lawsuit goes through the court system concerning
the FDA‘s approval of abortion pills, these death pills cannot be sent through the mail.
Moreover, the cut off point for taking these chemical abortion pills will be seven weeks
gestation, not 10 weeks. So the good news is that the Texas Federal Appeals Court voted to
protect preborn people more than 7 weeks old and their moms from the death pills. The bad
news is that this ruling will be appealed to the US Supreme Court, who likely will not
decide on it until June of 2024. In the meantime, the Court of Appeals pro-life ruling is
blocked by an April, 2023 Supreme Court interim Order that allows Mifeprestone to be sold
in the United States.

Keep reading, watching the news, and relying on Dubuque County Right to Life, Inc. to
provide education and accurate information on life issues.
